From Easter Saturday, a free bus service will connect Newcastle city centre
with some of Northumberland’s most beautiful destinations, including Belsay
Hall, Bolam Lake, and Wallington. Passengers will also enjoy a 20% discount
on entry, making it the perfect opportunity to explore these stunning
locations.



The X75 service, is operated by Go North East and supported by English
Heritage, which manages Belsay Hall, and the National Trust, which oversees
Wallington.

Belsay and Wallington provide the ideal escape from the city, with beautiful
grounds to explore, Northumberland’s rich history to discover, and plenty of
spaces to unwind with a coffee and cake.

The X75 service will run every Saturday from 19 April until 6 September
2025, with four departures each Saturday. The first bus will leave Haymarket
bus station, Newcastle at 9:30am, and the last bus will return from
Wallington at 4:54pm, giving passengers plenty of time to enjoy the sights.
